6. Apart from the minimum qualification prescribed by the Central Board, the 
school has its own norms of eligibility for admission. Eligibility will depend 
on the following. 

- Academic performance in the All-India Secondary School 
Examination and Entrance Test. 

7. If the student leaves the school during the plus Two Course NONE of the 
fees paid by her, will be refunded.  

8. No student is permitted to come to school driving motor bikes/scooters and 
cars. This will be strictly enforced by the school authorities.
